· To ensure that all employees receive training in line with significant risks of the organisation.

· To review & re-develop objectives on an annual basis or where the introduction of new products/services affect the significant risks of the organisation.
· To monitor incidents and potential incidents with any costs involved being available for employees and stakeholders to see.

· To conduct employee health assessments on a frequent basis.
The responsibility for maintenance of the policy and assurance of a safe working environment resides with managing director Paul Baker and the communication of this policy will be to all stakeholders of the organisation via the organisations website, notice boards, procedures and hard copy where applicable.
